The ramifications of this budget
passing could be catastrophic for the
State. The Department will continue to
work closely with the Governor's Office and
the Legislature to at least maintain our FY
2015 funding level, which is believed to be
the minimum necessary to avoid
relinquishing State control of the NPDES
water permitting program to EPA.
